7 - Player Information Form (Oxford City Ice Hockey Club)

This form is used to collect general information about all players. It is important that you
complete as mucbf the contact irdrmation as possible so thaé can get in touch when
needed, be it to notify you of changes to match or training times or in the case of an
emergency.

8 - Player Master Reqistration Form (English Ice Hockey Association)

This form contains similar infornti@n to the Player Information Form that you have just filled
out, butis a bit more formal and with some additional requirements. This is because this form
comes from the EIHA and will be submittdatectly to them to formally register you as a
playerin the English Hockey League, which is mandatory for you to be allowed to play in
league games.
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9 - Informed Consent Form

Don't pani¢ This form is required by law and you would see something similar when joining
any sporting club. It is used to confirm that a responsible parent/guardian has consented to a
junior under their legal control to joining a sporting club and taking pait associated

activities.

10 - Photographic Consent Form
This form is used to consent that photographs (both still and video) can be taken and used for

media and/or publicity. Without the consent from all players, no images of teams or matches
can be tagn, and it is therefore essential that consent is gained from all club members.

11 - Player Code of Conduct Form €lub copy)
This is the same as the one listed in section 4 above, but this copy needs to be signed by the
player and parent/guardian and raea to us to confirm acceptance.

12 - Standing Order Form

This standing order mandate must be completed and handed in with your completed
registration pack (it shouldot be sent directly to your bank). Monthly club fees can only be
paid in this manner, we do not accept cash or chégeeo the administration time that would
be required to process all payments each moftte only exception is if you are paying the
full year fees up front in advance.

13 - Team Shirt Order Form

1 - Prices and Payments (Season 202910)

The costs associated with playing Ice Hockey are split in to three components;

1) Equipment Fees (one offthen "as necessary” as the player grows!)

All players are required to provide their own full Ice Hockey Kit. This can be purchased at competitive
rates through our club where we receive a generous discount from "Ultraworld".

In addition to standard k{see 9 - Equipment Requirements" in this pack), players MUST have the
following in order to play league matches;

-aBLACK helmet

-aBLACK pair of hockey socksavailable to purchase from the clut£a0per set.

- Two "Oxford City Stars Junior Ice Hockey Club" team shirts, one home (white) and one away (black).
For this season, the cost of the shirtsEfié(for both, not each). Payment for team shirts should be

paid bycheque made payable to "OCIHC", and haadn along with your completed registration pack.
Don't forget to add the fee for EIHA registration on to this (see item 3 below).

2) Local Club fees (monthly)

The local club fees are used to pay for general administrative costs associated withthen@ixigrd

Ice Hockey Club. All of the club staff, which includes the committee, coaches and managers, are
volunteers and do not even claim back expenses personally incurred in running the club. However,
there are some costs which unfortunately cana@voided. The two most expensive costs that the

club incurs are "ice time" (we have to rent the ice rink on an hourly basis for all training sessions and
games), and "officials" (we have to pay for professional qualified referees / game officials for all
games). There are other costs too, and if you would like to see a full breakdown of the club expenses,
please feel free to speak to the committee chairman, vice chairman, or club accountant. We set our
monthly fees as low as possible. Other clubs @arywhere up to double our fees! Payments are

made monthly for 10 months of the year to coincide with the hockey season. A 10% discount is applied
if you wish to pay for the full year upfront. A £10 per month discount is applied if you have more than
one family member enrolled in the club simultaneoudiyou are joining mid way through a season,

you will only pay for the remaining months, please check with a club official for confirmation.

For Under 10s the monthly feefi86.00per month (x 10 mahs = £360.00 per year)
For Under 12s the monthly feefid8.00per month (x 10 months = £480.00 per year)
For Under 14s/16s/18s the monthly fe€6®.00per month (x 10 months = £600.00 per year)

For monthly fees, please use @tanding Order Manda{&orm 7- Standing Order Form). If you are

joining at the start of the season, enter the start and end dates to ensure it covers the 10 monthly
payments. If you are joining part way through an existing season, adjust the dates appropriately. Speak
to a dub official for assistance on what to enter if you are unsure.

You may also decide to pay the full ten months up front by cash or cheque, in which case the 10%
discount will be applied.

3) English Ice Hockey Association fees (annual)

Annual registratia with the English Ice Hockey Association (EIHA) is mandatory for all players,
which covers official registration in to the EIHA league (allowing you to play in league matches) and
insurance. This cost should be paidchgque made payable to "OCIHC", drhanded in along with

your completed registration pack.

2 - Junior Ice Hockey Club Rules

1. Arrive on time / early for training
(recommended at least-4B minutes early to allow time for changing. Be ready to get on the
ice 5 minutes before the start time for your session)

2. Come with the correct equipment
(if you don't have full kit, you wilnot be allowed on the ice!)

3. Listen to and follow the instructions of your coach
(if you don't, you will be asked to leave the ice, or even the team!)

4. Do not shoot pucks around once the coach has whistled to signal

the end of a drill
(it is disrespectful and slows down training, please show reszes rule 5!)

5. Respect your coach andther players
(Being on the team is a privilege that can, and will, be taken away if you do not show respect to
your coach and other members of the ice hockety)

6. Use appropriate language
(Please refrain from swearing. This gives a bad impression when we have visitors or
spectators)

7. Train to the best of your ability
(Different players have different levels of skill and ability. All we ever askasyou try your
best and constantly train to improve)

8. Respect the property of others

(Do not borrow kit or equipment from others unless you are prepared to pay for/replace
breakages. Any purposeful damage or taking of property not belonging tallyba dealt
with very seriously)

9. Keep the changing room tidy and free from damage
(We know it gets busy in there, but try and keep your belongings in your bag so you don't lose
them. Do not ever cause damage to the room or its contents or ybaweilto pay for repairs)

10. Inform manager/coach if unavailable to attend training or

games

(It is very important that you attend all training sessions and games unless you have a very
good reason not to do so. Joining the team is a commitment anddioy't turn up you are

letting the entire team down, sometimes causing games to be cancelled. Let us know as soon
as you can if you cannot make it, don't just "not turn up".)

3 - Junior Player Equipment Requirements

Shown below is the minimum kit required in order to train or play matches. This kit is mandatory for
all players. On the second page are images of all kit items, and als@sifawits that are not
mandatory but highly recommended (namely a kit bag and water batla)t this equipment can be
purchased at discounted ratesoughthe clubfrom one of our sponsors, "Ultraworld".

For Wednesday training sessions and all league matches, playarstwidl permitted on to the ice

unless they are wearing a full Ice Hockey Uniform including all protective equipment. Players are
responsible for ensuring that they bring their entireviiit them for all training sessions and matches.
Occasionally the club may have spare items available to lend for training sessions, but in instances
where this is not the case, the player will not be allowed on the ice for safety and insurance reasons.

Please note that the kit required for a net minder / goalie is considerably different, and it is
recommended that you speak to a club official to discuss what is needed for this position prior to
making any purchases.

Different players prefer to wear tifent clothing underneath their kit. Some wear light fitting sports
clothing, some wear a sports sweat suit, some wear pyjamas, some wear very little! Wear whatever is
comfortable.

4 - Player Code of Conduct (Player Copy)

Code of Conduct

The aim of this code is to ensure that the club is able to run smoothly and émegrgies are
concentrated on developing and supporting junior ice hockey. The committee and club officials
spend many hours of their time and incur quite a few costs to enable you, the player, to play
hockey in a safe and constructive environment. Ournekvgayour enjoyment and the success

of the team.

Please read the following carefully and, only once you have read each item and understood it,
sign where indicated at the bottom. If you have any queries please ask your team manager to
explain.

1 All players registered with the club must attend regular training. It is the responsibility
of every player to notify the team manager or coach at least 24 hours before any
intended absenc& exceptional circumstances a later notification will be acceptable if
it was made at the earliest possible tiifige same rule applies to games if a player is
asked to play.

1 All players must report to team officials at the rink one hour before the start of matches,
both home and awaflayers are responsible for providigir own refreshments at
games. Sharing of drinks during games is not acceptable (for health red3ays)g
members must wear full protective equipment when practicing or playing in club
matches.

1 Whilst off ice any player who offends under this cofleonduct or club disciplinary
rules when under the jurisdiction of the club will be liable to disciplinary action by the
club. Serious or repeated offences could result in suspension or dismissal from the club.
Offences include, but are not limited tisruptive behaviourfighting, bullying, racial
and sexual abuse, bad language, disrespectful behaviour, unsafe actions and acts that
could bring the club into disrepute including damaging equipment and facilities and the
use of alcohol or illegal drugs ahy kind.

1 Onice offences will be dealt with by on ice officials and the EIHA in the first instance.
Whilst offences ofice during a game will normally be dealt with by the on ice officials
appointed by the EIHA, in exceptional circumstances the clubatsaytake action (e.qg.
where the oxice officials did not see an incident or where the repeated offences of a
member are bringing the club into disrepute) in addition to any action taken by the
EIHA. The responsible member(s) will be liable to pay ang fmposed upon the club
as a result of on ice offences. Any penalty points incurred by a player leading to an
EIHA fine will also be paigro rataby the responsible member(s) at the prevailing rate.
No player is to go on the ice for training or games attthe permission of the coach
or when the coach is not present.

1 Players who feel that they have been unfairly disciplined by the club will be entitled to
a hearing by the committee in the presence of parents/guardians.
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All monies such as subscriptigregdditional ice time or game fees, EIHA fines, and
equipment costs must be paid when requited. debts overdue by more than one
month (sometimes less at tHalrtreasurer's discretion) maytomatically lead to
suspension from training and games.

1 Theclub will not be responsible for loss or damage to individual péaysguipment or
possessions. Parents are advised to take out their own insurance if so required.

1 Stealing of equipment, valuables etc. will be treated as a very serious offence and could
mean instant dismissal. Stealing includes borrowing or using items not belonging to
you without obtaining prior permission from the owner.

1 Players are required to adhere to any club or team dress code, on and off ice, when
representing the club.

1 Players(and parents) must always treat team members, other club members and all
officials with respect.

1 Players must always remember that they are part of a team (whether playing or not) and
must always aim to help improve the team as well as themselves. Additimsental to
the team, which include actions detrimental to team mates and their development, may
make you liable to disciplinary action.

1 All players must realise that misbehaviour at training or games may lead to disciplinary
action which could inclde being sent off the ice, being sent to the changing room or
being benched for a game or games. There will be no refund of training tiesiig
sessions or games are missed because of disciplinary punishment.

The club has a Child Protection Offiq@PO) who players can always approach, in

confidence, if they have any problems. These can include problems with team mates, coaches,
club officials, other club members (and their parents) or anything else causing concern. Players
are urged to use this fiity at an early stage to enable the CPO to advise them or take any
necessary action. This does not preclude players from raising issues with the team manager,
team coach oany other club official if they wish.

If for any reason you are unable to stay in the ice rink for
the duration of a training sessionmatch you must inform a club official and ensure thatryou
emergency contact details are up to date. Children love the support and encouragement of their
family when training. Please take an hour or two out of your schedule to watch them. This is
even more important for matches where a large "home crowdticem the team does

wonders for morale. It is scientifically proven that the louder the cheering and larger the
supporting crowd, the more likely that team is to win. OK, it's not scientifically proven, but
please come along (and bring your friends atiér family members) and show your support

for your child and the club!

Away Games

Around half of the games we play each season will be away matches. Please do everything
possible to ensure that players attend away games and not just home games. If you have
transport difficulties, please speak to your team manager who will put cguiestéo other

players to see if a lift can be provided. It is véisappointing andrustrating for everyone

when players and parents give up their day to travel to an away fixture, only to find out that not
enough players turn up and the match hastfoleited!

Code of Conduct

The aim of this code is to ensure that the club is able to run smoothly and that all energies are
concentrated on developing and soigimg junior ice hockey. The committee and club officials
spend many hours of their time and incur quite a few costs to enable you, the player, to play
hockey in a safe and constructive environment. Our reward is your enjoyment and the success
of the team

Please read the following carefully and, only once you have read each item and understood it,
sign where indicated at the bottom. If you have any queries please ask your team manager to
explain.

1 All players registered with the club must attend reguikgning. It is the responsibility
of every player to notify the team manager or coach at least 24 hours before any
intended absenc& exceptional circumstances a later notification will be acceptable if
it was made at the earliest possible tifiee same rule applies to games if a player is
asked to play.

1 All players must report to team officials at the rink one hour before the start of matches,
both home and awaflayers are responsible for providing their own refreshments at
games. Sharing afrinks during games is not acceptable (for health reaséaying
members must wear full protective equipment when practicing or playing in club
matches.

1 Whilst off ice any player who offends under this code of conduct or club disciplinary
rules wherunder the jurisdiction of the club will be liable to disciplinary action by the
club. Serious or repeated offences could result in suspension or dismissal from the club.
Offences include, but are not limited thsruptive behaviourjghting, bullying, raial
and sexual abuse, bad language, disrespectful behaviour, unsafe actions and acts that
could bring the club into disrepute including damaging equipment and facilities and the
use of alcohol or illegal drugs of any kind.

1 Onice offences will be dealtith by on ice officials and the EIHA in the first instance.
Whilst offences ofice during a game will normally be dealt with by the on ice officials
appointed by the EIHA, in exceptional circumstances the club may also take action (e.g.
where the onice officials did not see an incident or where the repeated offences of a
member are bringing the club into disrepute) in addition to any action taken by the
EIHA. The responsible member(s) will be liable to pay any fine imposed upon the club
as a result of orce offences. Any penalty points incurred by a player leading to an
EIHA fine will also be paigro rataby the responsible member(s) at the prevailing rate.
No player is to go on the ice for training or games without the permission of the coach
or when thecoach is not present.

1 Players who feel that they have been unfairly disciplined by the club will be entitled to
a hearing by the committee in the presence of parents/guardians.
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All monies such as subscriptions, additional ice time or game fees, Hikelg\ &nd
equipment costs must be paid when requited. debts overdue by more than one
month (sometimes less at tHalctreasurer's discretion) maytomatically lead to
suspension from training and games.

1 The club will not be responsible for loss @ndiage to individual playés equipment or
possessions. Parents are advised to take out their own insurance if so required.

1 Stealing of equipment, valuables etc. will be treated as a very serious offence and could
mean instant dismissal. Stealing inclubesrowing or using items not belonging to
you without obtaining prior permission from the owner.

1 Players are required to adhere to any club or team dress code, on and off ice, when
representing the club.

1 Players (and parents) must always treat team mesndher club members and all
officials with respect.

1 Players must always remember that they are part of a team (whether playing or not) and
must always aim to help improve the team as well as themselves. Actions detrimental to
the team, which include aions detrimental to team mates and their development, may
make you liable to disciplinary action.

1 All players must realise that misbehaviour at training or games may lead to disciplinary
action which could include being sent off the ice, being semtetacianging room or
being benched for a game or games. There will be no refund of training tieesiify
sessions or games are missed because of disciplinary punishment.

1 The club has a Child Protection Officer (CPO) who players can always approach, in
confidence, if they have any problems. These can include problems with team mates,
coaches, club officials, other club members (and their parents) or anything else causing
concern. Players are urged to use this facility at an early stage to enable thee CPO
advise them or take any necessary action. This does not preclude players from raising
issues with the team manager, team coa@mnygrother club official if they wish.
